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Chairman Waxman,
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Thank you for the opportunity to provide your Committee a brief data report on the financial impact
that recent CMS revisions will have on the State of Maine. As you are aware, the impact of these
CMS revisions is often difficult to quantify - for example the increased cost for required audit and
billing procedures. However, the data presented below is our best estimate of the impact based on
our past claims data.

The chart below sets forth the estimated loss of federal funds as a result of the CMS TCM and

the loss of federal Medicaid funds that will be incurred by private providers within the state. [We do
not have a projection of the costs of these services beyond SFY 2009 - however each of these service
areas would have been expected to rise.l
